FIRST READING: Daniel 10:10-14; 12:1-3

10He raised me to my hands and knees 11and then said, "Daniel, your God thinks highly of you, and he has sent me. So stand up and pay close attention." I stood trembling, while the angel said: 

12Daniel, don't be afraid! God has listened to your prayers since the first day you humbly asked for understanding, and he has sent me here. 13But the guardian angel of Persia opposed me for twenty-one days. Then Michael, who is one of the strongest guardian angels, came to rescue me from the kings of Persia. 14Now I have come here to give you another vision about what will happen to your people in the future.

12:1 Michael, the chief of the angels, is the protector of your people, and he will come at a time of terrible suffering, the worst in all of history. And your people who have their names written in The Book will be protected. 2 Many of those who lie dead in the ground will rise from death. SECOND READING: Revelation 12:7-12

GOSPEL: Luke 10:17-20
18Jesus told them: 
17When the seventy-two followers returned, they were excited and said, "Lord, even the demons obeyed when we spoke in your name!" 

I saw Satan fall from heaven like a flash of lightning. 19I have given you the power to trample on snakes and scorpions and to defeat the power of your enemy Satan. Nothing can harm you. 20But don't be happy because evil spirits obey you. Be happy that your names are written in heaven!
